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1. GENERAL: 
 
(A) These rules shall cover all Local Competitions and Cups conducted by the HSA Inc. and 

shall be directly overseen by the competition secretary and the management committee. 
 
(B) The Joint Competition By Laws override the local rules for ALL Joint Competitions. 

Where the Joint By Laws do not override the local competition rules the local 
competition rules apply (e.g. Eligibility). 

 
(C) These competition rules and regulations are subject to alteration as required, by a simple 

majority vote of the HSA Inc. management committee. However, such alterations must 
be made prior to the commencement of the relevant competition or cup. 

 
(D) Any matters not included in the rules and regulations must be referred to the HSA Inc. 

management committee whose decision shall be final. 
 
(E) Following the closing date for entries of teams in each grade for Competition (which is 

17th March 2008) the fixtures committee shall meet to arrange suitable competitions for 
the season and no late entries are permitted unless they can replace a bye in the draw. 
(Team nominations must be in writing ). 

 
(F) If teams finish on equal points in the competition then the team position shall be 

determined by: 
 

(i) The number of goals scored by each team less the number of goals scored 
against that team,   

 
(ii) Or if that be equal then by the number of goals scored by each team, 
 
(iii) Or if that be equal then, by a play-off match between teams. 

 
(G) In the event of the withdrawal of any team before the conclusion of the competition, all 

points previously allocated in matches in which they have taken part shall be deleted 
and the goals for and against adjusted accordingly. 

 
(H) Except where these competition rules specify otherwise the HSA Inc. competitions and 

cups will be conducted in accordance with FIFA laws of the game. 
 
2. PREMIERSHIP COMPETITION AND POINTS: 
 
(A) Win 3 points 

 Score draw 2 points 

 Scoreless draw 1 point 

 Loss 0 points 

 Bye 0 points 

 Win by forfeit 3 points (plus 3 goal difference) 
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(B)  Depending on the number of teams nominating in each age division, the Competition 
Secretary shall determine the number of rounds in each competition. Full rounds need 
not be played. 

 
(C) Female soccer: where possible the HSA Inc. will conduct competitions to best 

accommodate the number of teams nominated. Females 17 years or older cannot play in 
competitions of the opposite gender.  

 
(D) At the completion of the round(s) the four top teams will play off for the right to be 

major premiers. The order of play shall be: 
 

 Team ranked 1 plays team ranked 2, the winner advancing to the grand final, the losing 
team plays the winner of the match between teams 3 and 4 in the final, the winner 
advancing to the grand final. 

 
(E) The management committee reserves the right to alter the rules for semis, finals and 

grand finals in writing giving 7 days notice prior to the match. 
 
(F) In the event of drawn matches in all finals, extra time shall be played as follows: 
 

Up to U/12……………………….…...………….. 5 minutes each way 
U/13 to A/A……………………………………... 10 minutes each way 

 
 The team with the most total goals at the end of extra time wins the match. 
 
 In the event of the match resulting in a draw after extra time has been played the 

following shall decide the winner: 
 

·  Five (5) penalty kicks per team taken alternately. 
·  If still equal after this, one (1) penalty kick per team shall be taken until one team 

gains a lead after an equal number of kicks. 
 
 No player may be substituted/interchanged after the end of extra time, with the 

exception of the goalkeeper who may be replaced by a named substitute should the 
keeper become injured during the taking of penalty kicks and is unable to continue. 

 
3. MATCH BALLS: 
 

Up to U/9…………………………………………………...……….. size 3 
U/10-U/13……………………………………………….…..………. size 4 
U/13 & U/14 combined competition………………………………… size 5 
U/14-AA………………………………..………………………….... size 5 

 
It is required that both teams supply a match ball of acceptable standard. 
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4. MATCH PLAYING TIMES: 
 
(A) U/6-U/7…………………………………..…….…… 15 minutes each way 

U/8-U/9………………………….………….……… 20 minutes each way 
U/10-U/12…………………………….…….……… 25 minutes each way 
U/13-U/14………………………………..………… 30 minutes each way 
U/15-U16………………………………..…………. 35 minutes each way 
A/A women……………………………………....… 45 minutes each way 
A/A men…………………………………..…...…… 45 minutes each way 

 
Half time of 5 minutes is recommended for all games. 

 
(B) Ten minutes grace only will be allowed from the advised kick-off time before a forfeit 

can be claimed with the exception of Roo Ball games. Games that start after the advised 
kick-off time must play reduced halves to ensure that the following game is able to 
commence at its advised starting times. 

 
5. CORNER KICKS: 
 
Up to & including U/12 age groups inclusive shall take corner kicks from a point no closer that 
7.5m out from the penalty area. 
 
6. GOAL KICKS AND FREE KICKS: 
 
Up to & including U/10 age groups inclusive shall take goal kicks and free kicks awarded to 
the defending team from an imaginary line drawn through the penalty spot, parallel to the goal 
line. 
 
7. STRIP: 
 
(A) All players in every match must appear in proper uniform (i.e. numbered shirts, shorts

 and socks) all in the club registered colours. Regulation footwear, shin guards must 
always be worn entirely underneath socks. 

 
(B) Where in the opinion of the referee the team colours & design conflict, the HOME team 

must change into their alternate strip or numbered bibs. 
 
(C) Goalkeepers must wear colours that distinguish them from the other players and the 

referees. 
 
(D) All clubs must have an alternate strip or numbered bibs. 
 
(E) All players are permitted to wear beanies and gloves, provided they are not deemed 

dangerous.  Players up to and including U/12 groups are also allowed to wear tracksuit 
pants and warm top, provided their jersey is worn over it and their number is clearly 
visible. 

 
(F) Sponsorship (other than the clothing brand name) will be permited on socks, shorts,

 shirts & tracksuits.  
 
(G) Players cannot interchange shirts during a match. 
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8. REFEREES AND ASSISTANT REFEREES: 
 
(A) The Highlands Soccer referees Association (HSRA) appointments officer shall appoint 

referees and assistant referees. In the event of an appointed official not attending, the 
team managers shall select a person to control the game and such referee's decisions 
shall be accepted as official. Except where previously appointed, each team will provide 
an assistant referee who shall report to the referee prior to the commencement of the 
match. Failure to supply an Assistant Referee may result in a fine. 

 
(B) Managers/coaches must ask the referee if, during the match, any cautions or send-offs 

were issued, before they sign the team sheet at the completion of the game. 
 
(C) All Roo Ball cadet referees for U6, U7, U8 and U9 games will be appointed by the 

home club official. These cadet referees shall be registered with the club as players or as 
an official. The Rooball referee shall receive a minimum $8 reward from the home club 
official on that same day. 

 
9. PLAYER REGISTRATION: 
 
(A) Clubs entering teams in age grade competitions shall be required to certify that the club 

registrar has sighted, birth certificates or other statutory proof acceptable to the HSA 
Inc. of date of birth of each player at the time of such players registration. 

 
(B) Player registrations after 27th March 2008 shall be accepted only upon appointment with 

the Registrar and will be processed between seven (7) and fourteen (14) days. 
 
(C) Player registrations will not be accepted after 1st June 2008. 
 
(D) Clubs will be billed 60% of their 2007 final full registration costs before 31st March 

with the accounts payable within 30 days of invoice date. 
 
(E) The final balance registration invoice for player registrations will be issued soon after 

1st June 2008 and is payable within 30 days of invoice date. 
 
10. PLAYER IDENTIFICATION CARDS: 
 
(A) Where available, 2007 Player Identification Cards (I.D cards) will be re-used for the 

2008 season. New player or replacement player Identification Cards (I.D cards) must be 
submitted to the HSA Inc. in duplicate.  One copy is retained by the HSA Inc. The other 
copy is returned to the club duly stamped, with an HSA Inc. stamp, by the Registrar. 

 
(B) All players for Local & Joint Competition playing U10 & up must attach a passport 

sized photo to each player identification card at the time of registration. 
 
(C) Should the opposing manager dispute a players identity, then that player must sign the 

team sheet in the appropriate area and the game should proceed. 
 
(D) Where a club has more than one team in age divisions they shall be nominated as team 

A, B. C etc. on the initial team nomination form to submitted at the commencement of 
the season. 
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(E) It is mandatory for all coaches, managers & team officials to be registered with the HSA 
Inc. They must carry & display photo identification cards as from 3rd May 2008 
(registered & stamped by the HSA Inc Registrar) whilst in the technical area of playing 
fields during which their team is scheduled to play. Only so identified coaches, 
managers & team officials are permited in the technical area. 

 
(F) Registered roo ball players who play up into competition grades, of U/10 & up, require 

photo I.D cards. 
 
(G) Player, Coach, Manager & Team Official I.D cards must be made available to the 

opposing team’s Coach, Manager or to the Referee or Ground Official upon request 
(after 3rd may 2008), for the purposes of confirming the eligibility of the players to take 
the field of play under these rules & identify the registered Coach, Manager &/or Team 
Official. If the Player, I.D cards are not produced as requested, the match may proceed 
after the disputed persons have signed the team sheet as applicable and the requesting 
party lodging notification &/or protest with the HSA Management Committee. 

 
11. TEAM SHEETS: 
 
(A) U6 – U8 Roo Ball: 

 
The HSA Inc. shall supply the team sheets. All team sheets shall be filled out in

 triplicate. No score is to be recorded on the teamsheet for any U6 – U8 Roo Ball match. 
 
The original ‘yellow’  copy is to be forwarded by post to the HSA, post marked the first 
Australia Post business day (usually Monday, except public holidays) immediately 
following matches (post to: P.O. Box 2221 Bowral NSW 2576).  

 
The ‘blue’  copy will be retained by the ‘away’  club and filed on a weekly basis with the 
club Secretary or Recorder..   
 
The ‘green’  copy is to be retained by the ‘home’  club and filed on a weekly basis with 
the club Secretary or Recorder.   
 

(B) U9 – All Age Competition &  Cups: 
 
The HSA Inc. shall supply the team sheets. All team sheets shall be filled out in

 quadruplicate. The original ‘white’  copy shall be retained by the Highlands Soccer
 Referees Association (HSRA) Referee.  If a Club Referee is required to referee a match,
 the ‘home’  club shall forward the original ‘white’  copy by fax to the HSRA Treasurer
 (see Appendix B).  

 
The ‘yellow’  copy is to be forwarded by post to the HSA, post marked the first 
Australia Post business day (usually Monday, except public holidays) immediately 
following matches (post to: P.O. Box 2221 Bowral NSW 2576).  

 
The ‘blue’  copy will be retained by the ‘away’  club and filed on a weekly basis with the 
club Secretary or Recorder. 
 
The ‘green’  copy is to be retained by the ‘home’  club and filed on a weekly basis with 
the club Secretary or Recorder.   
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(C) All clubs shall appoint a Club recorder to receive their clubs team scores. Both the 

‘home’  &  ‘away’  Club Recorders shall repor t the result of all matches, whether 
these are ‘home’  or ‘away’  matches, to the HSA Recorder via E-Mail as a first 
preference.  All club Recorders are requested to forward the match results to the HSA 
Recorder by 7.00pm on the day the match is played.

(D) In all competition and Roo Ball matches the team manager/coach shall before the start 

of play complete the team sheet in BLOCK letters, with the list of proper and given 
names of the players in their team to correspond with the numbers on the playing strip. 
All players taking part in a match, either on the field or as a substitute, must be named 
on the team sheet.  Any club which fails to list a player shall be deemed to have played 
an illegal player, and the relevant penalty shall apply. 

 
(E) In all competition and Roo Ball matches the home team is responsible for supplying the 

Referee with the filled out team sheet at least 10 minutes prior to the advertised kick-off 
time.  No additions may be made to the team sheet once given to the Referee. 

 
(F) The referee shall write the score on the team sheet at the conclusion of the game, and 

ensure that all players who participated in the game are listed on the team sheet.  
 
(G) If a player did not take the field, the coach/manager must put a line through that name 

before signing the team sheet.  Neither the original team sheet, or carbon copies are to 
be altered at all after signing the team sheet. 

 
(H) The original team sheet must be completed in a ball point pen. 
 
(I) When a player plays up a grade (to which he/she is not registered ) then the age group 

&/or division that the player is registered in, must be noted on the team sheet. 
 
(J) A maximum of 16 player names are to be listed on the team sheet. 
 
(K) Player Identification Numbers or Registration Numbers (player I.D numbers) are not 

required to be entered onto the team sheet for local competition or local cup matches. 
 
(L) In all matches team manager/coach shall sign the team sheet after the game to confirm 

the result unless they disagree and wish to protest. 
 

Note: Clubs who do sign the match sheet, yet find out afterwards that they have grounds 
for a protest, can still file a protest with the HSA provided it is within the alloted 48 
hour period, as per Rule 12. 
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12. PROTESTS AND DISPUTES: 
 

(A) Any club may protest in writing to the HSA Management Committee on any matter 
relating to, or arising out of the competition conducted by the HSA Inc. All protests 
must be lodged in writing, within forty eight (48) hours of the match to which it is 
related.  At the time of lodging the protest, the prescribed fee shall be paid and may be 
refunded if the protest is upheld. Any expenses incurred shall be apportioned as the 
management committee shall decide. The secretary of the HSA Inc. shall send a copy of 
the protest and particulars thereof to the club against which it has been lodged. 

 
(B) Fines and penalties will be applied automatically in accordance with these rules. A 

summary of any fine or penalty will be forwarded to each club as soon as reasonably 
possible after the incident or match in which the event attracting a fine &/or penalty is 
detected or brought to the attention of HSA. Clubs may lodge a notice of dispute of any 
fine &/or penalty applied  

 
13. DEFERRED GAMES: 
 

(A) There will be no deferred games except for Representative Team commitments (see 
Rule 16D) & wet weather deferred matches. Where possible, clubs may request any 
possible ‘bye’  in the draw schedule to be allocated for particular date(s) only by written 
application to the Secretary received prior to the closing date of competition team 
nominations. These written applications will be given consideration when the 
competition schedule is being developed. 

 
(B) Where school teams have entered into the competition, the draw will be arranged to 

accommodate weekends when they are unavailable. 
 

(C) Where circumstances arise (other than Rule 13A) whereby a team will not be able to 
field a minimum number of players for an upcoming match, that teams club may apply 
to the HSA Management Committee for authority to seek mutual agreement from the 
opposing team to play the match at a mutually convenient place & time. Such 
application must be lodged no less than seven (7) days prior to the affected match. If the 
opposing team agrees to re-schedule the match, the match must be played before the 
original scheduled time/date or within two weeks after the original scheduled date. If a 
mutually agreeable time/place cannot be found to play this re-scheduled match, the 
requesting team will be deemed to have forfeited the match. 

 
 
14. GROUNDS, MARKING AND EQUIPMENT: 
 

It shall be the responsibility of the ‘home’  team to ensure that the following conditions are met: 
 

(A) The playing field (for U10 & above competition) is marked as per directions in the 
international rules, including corner flags and nets. Note: Short corners for U/9 to 
U/12’s are recommended to be 7.5 m from penalty box (18yd box).   

 
If the appointed referee decides to not proceed to officiate a match at a playing field 
because the referee has deemed the playing field setup does not meet the requirements 
of Rule 14(A), the ‘home’  team shall be granted up to 10 minutes after the scheduled 
match starting time to rectify the field set up deficiencies identified by the referee. If the 
‘home’  team cannot or is unwilling to rectify any field set up deficiencies within the 
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time permitted by this Rule, The ‘home’  team will be deemed to have forfeited the 
match to the ‘away’  team. 

 
(B) A technical area will be clearly marked for each team, with seating available for 7 

persons per team. 
 
(C) It is recommended that each team have a first aid kit available at each of their matches. 
 
(D) The home team will provide a recognisable spectator viewing area. Separate from the 

playing area for all spectators. It shall be the responsibility of the ‘home’  team to control 
all spectators. 

 
(E) No person at all is to stand or sit along the goal line. 
 
(F) Except where specifically stated otherwise, the first team named in the competition 

draw shall be considered the ‘home’  team. 
 
(G) Should the referee decide that the appointed ground is unfit for play, the referee is 

empowered to order the game to be played on an alternative field or to postpone the 
game. 

 
(H) At least one identifiable, uniformed Ground Official shall be on duty at the field and 

visible to the referee.  Where two fields are in play at the same time, at least one Ground 
Official per full size field shall be on duty.  When any Roo Ball matches are in play, at 
least one  Ground Offical shall be on duty - although the RooBall Ground Official can 
also concurrently serve as the Ground Official for match play on one full sized field.  
Ground Officials must be easily identifiable via hi-vis vest, with the words “Official”  on 
it. 

 
In the absence of a current HSA Ground Officials Guideline, Clubs are referred to 
Appendix C for more information. 

 
15. SUBSTITUTES: 
 
(A) A maximum five (5) substitutes, as per team sheet, per interchange may take place at 

any time and for any reason during a match so long as they were entered on the team 
sheet prior to the commencement of the game. A player shall be deemed to have played 
in a match if the players name is not struck off the team sheet at the time of the 
coach/manager signing the team sheet. 

 
(B) The interchange rule is to apply to the use of substitutes i.e. they may be taken from and 

put back on the field of play when the interchanging players team has possession of play 
& there is a break in the play. Interchange at these times shall be at the discretion of the 
referee. 

 
(C) Interchanges are to be conducted within 1m of halfway line, with both teams to 

interchange from the same side of the field. 
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16. REPRESENTATIVE TEAMS (for  ZONE CHAMPIONSHIPS): 
 

(A) Colours of the HSA Inc. shall be red. All equipment supplied to representative teams is 
to remain the property of the HSA Inc. 

 
(B) Managers/coaches positions shall be declared vacant after the Zone Championships. 

Expressions of interest from interested Coaches/Managers for team in the forthcoming 
Zone Championship shall be called for each year. If not, teams may not be entered in 
Zone Championships in that age division. Where players are selected for these teams, 
clubs must make every effort to ensure that players fulfill their obligations to the HSA. 

 
(C) All players selected shall play for the representative teams (as Rep Team 

Coaches/Managers shall have first call), but may play for their club if they wish when 
not required for the representative team. 

 
(D) Any team with five (5) or more representative players in their team may have their 

premiership game deferred when these players are required for representative games. 
 
(E) A player picked to play in a representative match who does not fulfill this obligation 

without due reason shall be suspended for two (2) ordinary competition matches. 
 
(F) It is recommended that all representative coaches hold as a minimum qualification the 

YOUTH coaching licence or attain such licence during the playing season that they 
intend to coach. 

 
(G) All coaches, managers, players and parents/guardians should refer to the HSA Rep 

Policy, and other related documents, as listed in Appendix C. 
 
17. FINES AND PENALTIES: 
 

(A) Club Bond $ 60 

(B) Withdrawal of team after draw has been compiled $ 200 

(C) Forfeit fine senior/juniors $ 30 / $ 15 

(D) Failure to report each game result $ 20 

(E) Failure to submit team sheet per Rule 11 $ 20 

(F) Protest / Dispute fee ($50 is non-refundable) $ 200 
 of any fine &/or penalty other than player or other disiplinary matters. 

(G) HSA Appeal fee ($100 is non-refundable) $ 350 
 for appeal of any player or other disciplinary matter.  

(H) Failure to adhere to the conditions of Rules 14 A-G $ 30 

(I) Failure to supply Ground Official(s) as per rule 14H. (One warning 
first, then fine).  Possible loss of competition points for repeat offenders.) $ 20  

(J) Failure to return trophies per Rule 20. 
$ 200 each + trophy 

replacment costs 
(K) A/A club with no delegate at general meeting $ 30

18. FORFEITS: 
 
(A) The HSA shall assign the grounds; & games shall start at the advertised time. Any club 

not fulfilling its obligations (without satisfactory explanation) shall be deemed to have 
lost the match and be liable for all expenses incurred together with the prescribed fees. 

 
(B) The secretary of any club shall give 48 hours notice to the referees association, the 

opposing club and the competition secretary of its intention to forfeit an allotted fixture. 
Where the club fails to so notify, the club shall be liable for any expenses incurred, 
including the fees for any allocated HSRA referees/assistant referees. 

 
Forfeits count as a suspension of one match for any suspended player and as one match 
played for any player who is recorded on the team sheet when the team sheet is handed 
in to the registrar for the non-forfeiting team. The team responsible for the forfeit gains 
no advantage with respect to suspended players or the player count of games within that 
grade.  

 
(C) For All Age Competition, when a forfeit is unavoidable, the lowest graded team(s) must 

forfeit before any higher graded team(s). Failure to comply with this rule will result in 
the lowest graded team that did play being deemed ineligible for the match and the full 
penalty of Rule 17(M) will be applied to the in addition Rule 17(C) to the team that did 
forfeit.  

 
(D) To claim a forfeit a team must fill in the team sheet and send it to the HSA Inc. When a 

team announces they will forfeit a coming game, the other team must submit a 
completed team sheet to the HSA Registrar with the names of those players who would 
have taken the field.  This is important when determining player eligibility for play-offs 
at the end of the year. 

 
19. AGE DIVISION DATES: 
 
In age competitions, players shall turn the age specified for the competition from 1st January to 
the 31st December of the current year. 
 
Players wishing to play Rooball in u/6’s must turn 5 years of age by 31st December of the 
competition year. 
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20. ASSOCIATION TROPHIES: 
 
All perpetual cups and trophies shall be returned to the HSA Inc. on the very same day these 
perpetual trophies are awarded. Applicable fine and replacement trophy costs penalties will 
apply for breaches of this Rule. A smaller replica trophy shall be awarded with all perpetual 
trophies for the winning team/club/individual to keep. 
 
21. CLUB CHAMPIONSHIP TROPHY: 
 
A trophy known as the HSA Club Championship shall be awarded to the club adjudged the 
champion club for the annual competition based on performances, points shall be awarded as 
follows:

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22. COMMENCEMENT AND COMPLETION OF COMPETITION: 
 
(A) The A/A Men Cups, A/A Womens Cup competitons will commence on 29th March, 

2008. The Junior Local Competition (& Joint Comp.) may commence no earlier than 
29th March 2008. 

 
(B) The Local Competition Grand Final will be held on 6th September 2008. 
 
(C) The Joint Comp. Grand Final will be held 6th September 2008. 
 
(D) The Round-1 of the Soccer NSW Champions of Champions competition will be held 

Sunday 14th September, Round-2 21st September,  Round-3 28th September, Semi Final 
12th October and Grand Final 26th October. The Minor Premiers of each age group 
usually play in the Champions of Champions competition against the minor premiers of 
other Soccer NSW Associations. Highlands Eagles are usually invited to represent the 
HSA Inc. in the event that the HSA Inc. does not have a team available in a specific age 
group. 

 
(E) Teams that play in the Champion-of-Champions matches at the end of the season are 

required to, on match day, pay their full referee fees to the grounds canteen prior to 
taking the field of play.  No pay = no play.

24.  COLTS:  
 

Rules will be determined as required. 
 

25. ELIGIBILITY: 
 

(Note: Finals matches are semi-finals, finals and grand finals). 
 

(A) Definition of Grades in Ascending Order: 
 

·  Mixed: U/6 U/7 U/8 U/9 U/10 U/11 U/12 U/13 U/14 U/15 U/16. 
·  Male: AA 3rd Grade, AA Reserves, AA 1st Grade (determined by the Comp. Sec.) 
·  Female: U/16 
·  Female: AA Women 

 

(B) Junior Competition (U/10 to U/16) finals series: 
 

 (i) A player must have played FIVE (5) competition matches with that team. 
 
(C) All Age Competition finals series: 
 

(i) For AA 1st Grade, a player must have played ONE (1) competition match with 
that club. 
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(ii) For any other grade, the player can only play in finals matches for a team if the 
player has played a higher proportion of competition matches with that team 
during the competition. Where a player has played equal number of games for 
two teams in the same Club, the player is only eligible to play in the higher 
graded team. 

 
Exemptions to Rule (25) to enable a player to play in a finals series may be applied for by 
written application to the Management Committee no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the 
match. 
 

26. ALL COMPETITION - GENERAL: 
 

(A) All Age Men 1st, Reserve & 3rd Grades will comprise equal number of teams where 
possible in each grade, ideally 8 teams per grade. Clubs are encouraged to nominate 
teams in each grade. Final grading of teams will be in consultation with and at the 
discretion of the Competion Secretary. 

 
(B) No club may nominate more than one team in any All Age Men grade without also 

nominating at least one team in each other All Age Men grade available. 
 
(C) Excepting All Age, players may NOT play in a lower grade. 
 
(D) Any male player may play up to two (2) chronological age groups higher and any 

female player may play up to three (3) chronological age groups higher provided that:  
 

(i) There is an assessment made by the Clubs for each & every player wishing to
 play in a higher age group than their own age group. 

 

(ii) The Club makes a documented assessment of the reasons why the well being of 
the individual & the other members of the higher age group teams will not be 
unduly affected. The Club must document its active approach to providing its 
‘duty of care’  to those concerned. This documentation should be attached to the 
team registration sheet or player I.D card. 

 

(iii) That the player is not discriminated against otherwise. 
 

(iv) Any male player wanting to play All Age Local Competition must be turning 16 
years of age within the competition year. Clubs which have male players who 
will not have reach the age of 16 years within competition year, whom wish to 
play HSA Local Competition in All Age Men, may make application to HSA for 
the player to play in All Age. The Player cannot take the field of play in All Age 
Local Competition until HSA have granted approval to do so in writing. 

 
(v) Clubs seeking to register females turning 13 years of age during the competition 

year to play in the U16 Girls competition must carry out its own risk assessment 
for each potential player and attach the risk ssessment with a written request for 
approval for the potential player to play in the U16 Girls competition. The HSA 
will conduct its own assessment of the potential player & then inform the Club 
of its determination of the matter. Females turning 12 years or younger during 
the competition year cannot play in the U16 Girls competition. 
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(E) For All Age Competition, only two players listed on any team sheet can play in another 
All Age team on the same day. 

 
(F) Clubs with more than one junior (U10-U16 inclusive) team in a grade, are not permitted 

to transfer any team nominated players from one team to another team(s), or they will 
be deemed to have played an illegal player and the relevant penalty shall apply. 

 
(G) A player cannot take the field of play in another match until the match they are playing 

in has been completed. 
 
(H) All HSA Clubs are required to have paid all HSA and Highlands Soccer Referee 

Association (HSRA) accounts aged at thirty one (31) days after invoice date as of 5th 
August 2008 to be eligible to compete in any competition semi final, final or grand final 
match. The only exception will be for any Club which has tendered a formal ‘deed of 
arrangement’  to repay any outstanding accounts in full, whereby the ‘deed of 
arrangement’  has been formally accepted by HSA prior to the 5th August 2008. 

 
All invoices from HSA & HSRA are payable within thirty (30) days of invoice date. 
Clubs that do not pay HSA & HSRA invoices within these payment terms during the 
semi final, final or grand final match series will be deemed ineligible to play in these 
matches. 
 

(I) Clubs must certify that All Age players (Student and non-Student) have at least paid 
their applicable player registration fees including all FFA, FNSW, Southern Zone, HSA 
and WSC user fees (i.e. all dispersements) at time of team nominations and/or time of 
player registration with HSA. The act of a club registering a player with HSA will serve 
as the required certification. 

 
Clubs must certify that All Age players (Student and non-Student) have paid the full 
applicable player registration fee for their club before the player plays any competition 
or Cup for their club. The act of a club entering a players name on a team sheet for a 
Cup or Competition match will serve as the required certification. 
 
(i) Penalty for non-compliance is $100 and/or 3 point deduction for the team the 

player is nominated in; 
(ii) If the offending player is not nominated in a team, the team in the highest 

division in which the club fields teams will incur the 3 point deduction. 
 
Note: any team playing a match who believes that the opposition is violating eligibility, should 
still play the game, NOT sign the match card and explain to the referee that a protest will be 
lodged to reach the secretary within 48 hours. If no protest is received in this manner, then the 
right to protest will be voided. 
 
27. COMPETITION DIVISIONS: 
 
Frequently, some age groups are too large to play two full rounds throughout the season. It is 
also difficult to accurately pre-grade such a group of teams. When an age group is too large to 
play two full rounds, the following concept will be implemented where possible: 

 
(A) Teams will be roughly ranked based upon the previous seasons performance and 

standings.  Then, every even numbered ranked team (eg: 2, 4, 6 etc) will form the White 
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Conference. Every odd numbered ranked team (eg: 1, 3, 5 etc) will form the Red 
Conference. The colours of the two conference groups reflect the HSA Inc. colours. 
 

(B) The teams within each conference will play each other once. Then, the two conferences 
of White & Red will combine to play one full round.  The competition points earned per 
team prior to the conbining of the the two conference groups will carry through into the 
joint conference round.  The team with the most competition points at the conclusion of 
the competition rounds, or if there is more than one team equal on the highest points, 
then the team(s) with the best goal difference, will be declared the Minor Premiers. 
 

(C) The top four teams at the conclusion of the competition rounds, will qualify for the 
Finals series. 

 
28. SUNDAY AVAILABILITY: 
 

Each player and club shall keep Sundays free in order to play wet weather games, cup games or 
any other game as required. 
 
29. CUP RULES: 
 
(A) Darryl Kill Cup - This cup is open to A/A men 1st grade teams. 
 
(B) Liberale Cup - This cup is open to Reserve grade teams, and as determined by the 

fixtures committee or Competition Secretary. 
 
(C) George Auld Cup - This cup is open to Third grade teams. 
 
(D) Noelene Munro Cup - This cup is open to A/A women teams nominated by their Club 

as wishing to play in the cup. 
 
The Competition Secretary will endeavor to have approximately equal numbers of teams 
playing for each of the three Cups, and will negotiate with teams/clubs achieve this aim. 
 
DARRYL KILL, LIBERALE, GEORGE AULD & NOELENE MUNRO CUPS 
 
(i) Clubs must confirm nominations of their respective All Age mens and womens teams 

for either Darryl Kill Cup, Liberale Cup or George Auld Cup & AA womens teams for 
the Noelene Munro Cup prior to 10.00am Thursday 10th March 2008. Where teams 
have been nominated for the HSA Competition, these teams will be assumed to have 
nominated for the Cups as well unless the Competiton Secretary is otherwise notified 
prior to the time & date stated in this clause. 

 
(ii) Clubs with two or more All Age teams, which each play in these cup competitions, 

must nominate eleven (11) players per team prior to the commencement of the first 
round. These nominated eleven players can be so nominated by entering the eleven 
names on the team sheet prior to the first game to be played in each cup. Eleven eligible 
player names must appear on the team sheet at the time of presentation of the team 
sheets to the HSA Inc. Registrar &/or Secretary. 

 
(iii) All Cup matches other will begin on Saturday 29th, of March 2008.  
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(iv) All Cup matches will have match result points awarded as follows: 
  

Win: 4 points 

Score draw: 2 points 

Scoreless draw: 1 point 

Loss: 0 points 

Bye: 0 points 

Win by forfeit: 4 points (plus 3 goal difference) 

Bonus point for scored win 
result by 3 goals or more: 

 
1 point 

 
(v) The Grand Final for each of Darryl Kill Cup, Liberale Cup, George Auld Cup & 

Noelene Munro Cup will be played on Sunday May 25th. 
 
(vi) Teams must nominate eleven (11) players for any forfeited match on a team sheet.  The 

team sheet must be submitted as per Rule 11(B). 
 
(vii) Five (5) interchange players will be permitted in these cups. 
 
(viii) In the event of a drawn match in any final, extra time in accordance with Rule 2(F) shall 

be played to determine the winner. 
 
(ix) Fees for official referees and linesmen shall be those applicable to normal competition 

games for those grades. 
 
ANY OTHER CUPS 
 
Other cups conducted by the HSA Inc. shall have the rules specified by the management 
committee. 
 
30. REGRADES: 
 
No regrades will be permitted, except upon a written application from a club to the HSA Inc. 
Management Committee specifying the exceptional circumstances whereby that club believes 
that a regrade should occur. No more than two (2) regrades will be considered per team by the 
HSA Inc. Management Committee unless further extenuating circumstances arise. Clubs shall 
not expect a regrade until such time as a written reply is received from the HSA Inc. A copy of 
any acceptance should be attached to the clubs copy of the players ID Card. 
 
31. ASSAULT: 
 
Any player or official found guilty of physical assault upon a referee, assistant referee or 
official of the HSA Inc. will be suspended from the HSA Inc. for life.  Minimum penalties for 
offences of abuse, intimidation, threat or assault of a Referee, Assistant Referee, Ground 
Official, HSA Official or Club Official shall be in accordance with SNSW guidelines.

32. DISCIPLINARY GUIDELINES: 
 
(A) HSA will so far as possible apply the Football Federation Australia (FFA) National 

Disciplinary Guidelines (1st January 2007) in all disciplinary matters. The exceptions 
will apply when and/or if different advice is received by Football NSW. HSA reserves 
the right to amend disciplinary policy as required and advised by Football NSW at any 
time.

(B) Clause 17.5 of the FFA National Disciplinary Guidelines (1st January 2007) will not 

apply to competitions conducted by HSA or its Member Clubs. The following sanctions 
will apply instead for all competitions conducted by HSA or its Member Clubs.

33. DISCIPLINE BY JUDICIARY & /or  APPEALS COMMITTEE: 
 
(A) The Judiciary Committee is authorised to suspend, fine, reprimand, caution or otherwise 

penalise any player, official, team or club who they consider have breached the rules of 
the game or cup, or have by their action brought the game into disrepute, or who have 
been cited on a matter by the HSA Management Committee which has determined that 
the Judiciary Committee will deal with such matter. 

 
(B) Mandatory match suspensions apply in all competition conducted by HSA or HSA 

Member Clubs. The mandatory match suspensions shall be the lowest indicated in the 
‘Range Of Match Suspensions’  per Rule 32. The mandatory match suspensions are to 
be served from completion of match in which suspension occurred. 

 
(C) The Judiciary Committee will decide to apply the mandatory match suspension or cite 

the player, official, team or club to appear before it. 
 
(D) With the exception of an R7, a club may appeal a mandatory match suspension on 

behalf of a player. The appeal must be in writing to the HSA Inc. clearly stating the 
basis of the appeal. The appeal of any mandatory match suspension will be heard by the 
Judiciary Committee. The appeal must be lodged within 48 hours of the offence. All 
appeals must be accompanied by the appeal fee. 

 
(E) A club may appeal a determination of the Judiciary Commitee on behalf of a player. 

The appeal must be in writing to the HSA Inc. clearly stating the basis of the appeal. 
The appeal will be heard by the Appeals Committee. The appeal must be lodged within 
48 hours of the determination being published. All appeals must be accompanied by the 
appeal fee. 

 
(F) A club may appeal a determination of the Appeals Commitee on behalf of a player. The 

appeal must be to Southern Football NSW Zone in accordance with its Rules and 
Regulations for such appeals. 

 
(G) Yellow cards - NO appeals will be allowed in relation to any matter resulting from the 

issuing of a yellow card.  
 
(H) Players shall serve their suspensions in the team and grade in which they were sent off. 

Players shall not play in any match in any other team or grade during their suspension.  
 
(I) Clubs that do not submit reports on an incident to by HSA MC within 48 hours of 

request, will be fined per Rule 17.

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APPENDIX - A 
 
ROO BALL RULES 
 
 
GENERAL 
 
(A) U/6 – U/8 Roo Ball matches shall be non-competitive. 
 
(B) U/9 Roo Ball shall be competitive. Match results shall be recorded, standings
 calculated & final standings at the end of the competition will count towards the Club
 Championship. 
 
(C) U/6 – U/9’s Roo Ball will not play any end of season finals series. 
 
(D) U/6 – U/9’s will participate in Roo Ball Gala Days for each respective Roo Ball age
 division. The Roo Ball Gala Days will be identified in the match fixtures draw.  
 
(E) Roo Ball Gala Days will be conducted in a suitable format by the host club. The
 format may include a series of round robin type matches and/or skills drills. 
 
�

THE FIELD OF PLAY 
 
THE FIELD 
 
To ensure that Roo Ball can be easily played and very few special requirements needed, the 
dimensions of a Roo Ball field can easily fit onto an adult soccer field.  However Roo Ball can 
be played on any field or open area. 
 
NB: No person shall be allowed to stand or sit along the goal line. 
 
DIMENSIONS 
 
The field of play is to be rectangular.  In the adult game large variations in the length and 
breadth are allowed. 
 
In view of the fact that Roo Ball may be played on the quarters or halves of a main adult ‘ field’  
there will still be variations. 
 
The recommended sizes for use specific Roo Ball fields are: 
 

·  Under-6 to Under-8 years of age: maximum 50m x 35m, minimum 40m x 25m 
·  Under-9 years of age: maximum 70m x 50m, minimum 60m x 45m  

 
However, in many instances a full size playing field may be required for U/9’s Roo Ball. In this 
instance, goals cannot be scored from outside the 18 yard box. 
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MARKINGS 
 
To simplify the markings there is to be a half-way line, a centre spot and a goal area.  If a 
marked centre circle is required, it is to be the same radius as the goal area. 
 
THE GOAL-AREA 
 
The size of the Goal-Area should be: 

·  Under-6 to Under-8 years of age: 6m in radius from the goal line 
·  Under 9 years of age: 7m in radius from the goal line or in the event that a full sized 

field is used, the goal box (6 yard box) will suffice. 
 

THE CORNER-AREA 
 
There is no need for the corner-area to be marked for Roo Ball.  Corners can be taken from the 
point where the goal-line and side-line (touch line) meet. 
 
THE GOAL POSTS 
 
It is very important for younger players that the goal size is closely related to their age. 
The recommended maximum height and width of the goals is: 
 

·  Under-6 to Under-8 years of age: 1.7m x 5m. 
·  Under-9 years of age: 2m x 6m. 

 
On public playing fields, owned by Wingecarribee Shire Council (WSC), only WSC supplied 
and install in-ground sleeved steel goal posts are permitted for the purposes of training or 
matches. 
 
HSA Inc. has adopted the WSC policy for all soccer goal posts within its jurisdiction. 
Therefore, portable soccer goal posts are not permitted for the purposes of training or matches. 
Only fixed in-ground sleeved steel goal posts are permitted for the purposes of training or 
matches. 
 
Where these above types of fixed in-ground goal posts have not or cannot be provided for Roo 
Ball, the goal shall be defined by use of suitable & safe witches hats, plastic bollards etc.  
 
NB: No portable goal posts shall be used for training or match purposes. 
 
THE ROO BALL GAME 
 
THE BALL 
For Roo Ball the ball size should be size 3. 
 
NUMBER OF PLAYERS 
The number of players for Roo Ball provides for the optimum involvement and development of 
the young player and should be: 
 

·  Under-6 to Under-8 years of age: seven (7) players including the goalkeeper. 
·  Under-9 years of age: eleven (11) players including the goalkeeper 
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INTERCHANGE OF PLAYERS IS PERMITTED DURING ALL ROOBALL GAMES. 
 
Interchanging is encouraged to provide each player with equal time and a chance for a 
supportive coach to help the young player.  The interchange can be conducted while the game 
is in play. 
 
PLAYER’S EQUIPMENT 
 
A player taking the field of play should not wear anything which is dangerous to another player. 
 
Boots or training shoes and shin pads must always be worn which cover a nominal 75% of the 
shin area between the ankle the knee. 
 
REFEREES 
 
As this level, official HSRA referees are not appointed for U/6 – U/8, but may occasionally be 
appointed for U/9’s. 
 
Roo Ball Cadet referees may be appointed from time to time by the host club; refer Rule 8 (D) 
above. 
 
Players generally in these Roo Ball age groups rarely attempt to deliberately break the law.  If 
they do, other players will all too readily draw attention to it. 
 
Responsible adults/parents/coaches/managers could well referee the matches if needed. 
 
The role of the referee in such games should be to encourage the participants and offer 
constructive advice where appropriate, and also give positive praise to players from both sides. 
 
DURATION OF THE GAME 
 
Recommended times have been set with the interchange of players in mind.  There is no 
stoppage of play for interchange. 
 
Therefore the recommended times for Roo Ball are: 
 
·  Under-6 to Under-7 years of age: 2 halves of 15 minutes each 
·  Under-8 to Under-9 years of age: 2 halves of 20 minutes each. 
 
At half-time the interval should be 5 minutes for all age groups. 
 
THE START OF PLAY 
 
The team winning the toss of a coin shall have the option of choosing ends or taking the kick-
off. 
 
A game is started by a kick-off from the centre mark. 
 
After a goal has been scored the game is restarted from the centre mark with the side conceding 
the goal taking the kick. 
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Following half-time the game is restarted with teams changing ends and the kick-off being 
taken by the side that did not start the game. 
 
A goal cannot be scored direct from the kick-off in Roo Ball. 
 
BALL IN AND OUT OF PLAY 
 
The ball is out of play when it has wholly crossed the goal-line or the side-line.  These lines are 
part of the field of play. 
 
METHOD OF SCORING 
 
A goal is scored when the ball has wholly crossed the goal-line between the goal-posts and 
under the cross-bar. 
 
OFF-SIDE 
 
There is no Off-side in Roo Ball, but deliberately placing a player or players in an offside 
position is contrary to the spirit of the game and is discouraged. 
 
FOULS AND MISCONDUCT 
 
This is an important rule and relates to the behaviour of players during play.  In the adult game 
a player may not intentionally kick, trip, jump at, strike, push, charge from behind or violently 
charge an opponent. 
 
The rule specifies that all of the above offences must be committed intentionally to warrant 
being penalised. 
 
Other parts of the law emphasises the need for players to behave in a manner appropriate for a 
sportsperson. 
 
At Roo Ball level it is important for the referee to determine the intention of players relative to 
the above offences and at all times encourage sporting conduct. 
 
Only goalkeepers may touch the ball with their arms or hands, and only within the goal area. 
 
FREE KICKS – INDIRECT 
 
The ‘ indirect’  free-kick is one where a goal can not be scored unless it has been touched by 
another player other than the kicker. 
 
In Roo Ball all free-kicks are deemed to be ‘ Indirect’ . 
 
All of the opposing players should be at least six (6) metres from the ball when a free kick is 
taken. 
 
If a free kick is awarded within the goal area, the kick it to be taken 12 metres from the goal, 
closest to where the free kick was awarded. 
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THROW-INS 
 
When the whole of the ball passes out of the field of play along the side-line (touch-line) a 
throw-in is awarded to the opposing side to that of the player who has last played or touched 
the ball. 
 
The ball is thrown-in from the spot where the ball left the field of play. Whereby the ball throw 
action is from behind the head, using both hands and the throw is generally in the direction that 
the throwers body is facing. 
 
At Roo Ball level players should be given a second attempt if the first throw is invalid.  The 
referee or coach should assist the player to achieve the correct method.  Following two foul 
attempts then possession will pass to the opposing team. 
 
GOAL-KICK 
 
Goal-kicks may be taken from anywhere in the goal area. 
 
Goal-kicks are awarded when the whole of the ball has crossed the goal-line (except for the 
scoring of a goal) and last touched by one of the attacking team.  Opponents must be six (6) 
metres from the ball. 
 
CORNER-KICK 
 
When the ball passes wholly over the goal-line (as above) and was last touched by a player 
from the defending team then a corner-kick is awarded. 
 
Opposing players should be six (6) metres from the ball.
